Internship program ¢ The Alliance serves as a gateway between Coalltlon members and the business community. As
companies seek to further develop their import and export markets, the Alliance works with students and businesses to
find an internship candidate with the required skill set to assist the business with a specific project. Students frequently
possess linguistic and cultural knowledge that can assist a business to develop new markets. Participating students are
often able to receive course credit for the internship, creating a win-win scenario for both the student and business.Since
2007 the Alliance has placed 35 students, from 9 colleges and universities and five countries, in internship positions with a
global focus.
